6 To alleviate poverty and narrow the development -gap- -
within ASEAN through mutual assistance and cooperation;

7. To strengthen democracy, enhance good governance and

fundemental freedoms, with due regard to the rights and -
responsibilities of the Member States of ASEAN; ‘

its Member States reaffirm and adhere to the fundamental

(i') respect for the different cultures, ianguages and
religions of the peoples of ASEAN, while
emphasns:m their common values in the spirit of

unity in diversity;,

(m) the centrality of ASEAN in external - political,
economic, social- and cultural relations while
remaining . actively - - engaged, outward looking,
inclusive and. non-discriminatory; and

(n) =dherence to multitateral rade rufes and ASEAN's
rules-based regimes for effective :mplementauon of
economic commitments and progressive reduction
towards elimination of all barriers to regional
economic integration, in a market-driven economy.
